(andthe fanif required) with a heat call for example.

Dip Switch 2 Input 3 ActivatesRelay 1 & 3
Dip Switch1 &2 Input 3 ActivatesRelay 1,2 & 3

NOTE: Normally when using Smart Temp thermostat both of these
switches should be OFF as this logic is built into the Smart Temp
Thermostat.

Fuse

An easily replaceable 3AG 15 amp fuse is provided to protect the Smart
Pak relays and the equipment connected to the Smart Pak. Before
replacing this fuse investigate the cause for the fuse failure.

24V Power

The “R” terminal should be connected to the thermostat “R”
or”24V+"terminal. If required by the thermostat the Smartpak “C”
terminal should be connected to the thermostat “C” or “24V-" terminal.
The Smartpak will supply 200mA to power a thermostat - it is not
designed to directly drive valves, actuators or other high current
devices.

Relays

Quality Omron 10A relays are used in the Smartpak, additionally the
240V active input is hardwired to the relay common of the 3 relays. No
externallinkis required

DIN Rail Base.

A multi DIN connector is built into the Smartpak base to facilitate the
easy installation of the Smartpak. A small length of DIN rail is also
supplied with each Smartpak.
